To promote innovation in the field of emerging technologies like 10T, Robotics and Artificial intelligence
and create an ecosystem for the adoption of newer solutions in the industry, MeitY in partnership with
state government of Haryana and NASSCOM announced launch of Center of Excellence in the state.
